Tips on travelling to and from the airport  

• It takes about 30-40 minutes to get from the airport to downtown Halifax 
• Take the Metro Regional Express Bus (route #320) for $4.75 (exact change or HFXGO app).  
• Rent a car. The rental car counters are located on the Lower Level of the Airport Parkade. 
• Take a taxi or limo right from the airport to downtown Halifax for $68-$75 
• Uber and Lyft are available in Halifax
