As in earlier issues of the Bulletin, Part I summarises the statistics on 
landings for 1960 and earlier years and Part II gives the detailed tables for the 
1960 landings from the Convention Area. 

Table I has been expanded to include several additional species over those 
of previous years. 

A few corrections to the 1959 Bulletin are to be found in the Appendix.

PART I 

The Fishery In The Convention Area In 1960 
B. F. CALVIN DE BAIE 

During 1960, total landings from the Con­
vention Area increased by about 6.3 percent, from 
2144 thousand tons in 1959 to 2279 thousand 
tons in 1960. (This is comparative with the in­
crease of 7 .1 percent in 1959). Increases were 
recorded in landings of COD (up to 181 thousand 
tons; 18.9 percent), HADDOCK (up to 30 thous­
and tons; 23.2 percent)_, HALIBUT (up 491 
tons; 7.3 percent), FLOUNDER (up 19 thousand 
tons; 26.7 percent), and SHELLFISH (up 32 
thousand tons; 19 percent). Decreases in land­
ings took place in REDFISH (down 101 thousand 
tons; 25.9 percent) and in the category "OTH­
ERS" (down 25 thousand tons; 5.8 percent).

The purpose of Tables A to E, which follow, 
is to assist the user in visualizing the general 
trend of the fisheries in the Convention Area. 
Table A gives a summary of total landings by 
species groups, countries and subareas, for the 
past nine years, while Tables B, C, D and E give 
a summary of cod, haddock, redfish and halibut 
landings by countries and subareas for the same 
period. The more detailed break-downs are 
given in Tables 1 to 9 in Part 2 of this Bulletin. 

The quantities for cod and haddock in these 
tables have been estimated in part for the U.S.S.R. 
These estimates were based on the proportions 
of catch as recommended by the U.S.S.R. for 
allocating their grouped total of "Cod and Had­
dock". (An explanatory footnote will be found 
in the applicable tables in Part 2).

Statistics For 1960 

INTRODUCTION 

As in previous years, the statistical data presented in this publication place emphasis on area and 
month of fishing. Table 1 presents a summary of total landings and of the landings of cod, haddock, red­
fish, halibut, American plaice, witch, yellowtail, winter flounder, flounders (not specified), wolffish, pol­
lack, silver hake, white hake, hake (not specified), and all other species, by country and ICNAF division. 
Tables 2 to 6 give a summary of the landings of the six groups of species found in Table 1, but with the 
landings stratified by kind of gear, month and division. Table 7 gives the detailed breakdown of all 
landings by species and subarea. Table 8 gives the fundamental statistics for the year 1960; it gives the 
fishing effort and landings according to the species towards which the fishing effort was directed, by divi­
sion, month, gear and country. Table 9 is a synopsis of the national statistics, with some additional 
information which is not given in the other tables. 

All figures on landings are given in metric tons, round fresh weight.
