That the Contracting Govermments prohibit the taking of meckerel with fishing
gear other than pelagic gear (purse seines or true midwater trewls, using
midwater trewl doars incapable of being fished on the bottom), and prohibit
the attachment of any protective device to pelagic Fishing gear or employing
any means which would, in effect, make 1t possible to fish for demersal

species in the area described in paragreph 3 abowe.

That to minimize the risk of exceeding the amounts listed in paraegreph 2
above, and in order to avoid impairment of fisheries coaducted for other
speciss which take mackerel incidentally, the Contrecting Governments shall
1imit persons under their jurisdiction fishing for other speciss to having
in their possession on board _feither' at sea or at the time of off-

loading ) mackerel caught in Division 5Z of Subarea 5 and in adjacent waters
to the west and south within Statistical Area 6 in amounts net exceeding

5% by weight of all fish on board. Should it bs observed during an inspection
that during the first ssventy-two hours of fishing after entering the fishery
a vessel is taking macksrel in amounts greater than that permitted, tha
inspectar shall note this fact on the report of inspection and bring it to
the attention of the master. Such observation in itaelf shall not be

considered an infringement,

That the provisions of paregrephs 3, 4 and 5 above shall mot apply- to
veasels of the coastal states,

(either at sea or at the time of off-loading) species, other then
those for which specific natioral allocetions have been approved
by the Commission, caught in Division 5Z nof Subares S of the
Canvention Area or in the area adjacent to the west and south in
Statistical Area 6 to which paragraph 1 applies, in an aggregate

amount not exceeding 5% by weight of all other fish on board,
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
