The Community has. however, not yet adopted a formal decision on these TAesa No TAC has been estab­
lished for 1978 in respect of cod and redfish in Subarea 1. Fishing for cod will be authorized for 
In:'.al fishermen only within a limit which Is likely to be fixed at 25~OOO tons. For redfish, the TAe 
1s likely to be fixed at 13,000 tons, 

Allocations for 1978 for the above-mentioned joint stocks have not yet been decided. A decision is 
likely to be adopted in the beginning of April.
