





TEXT OF THE CONVENTION

1. Introduction

The fisheries of the Northwest Atlantic Ocean
are the oldest in the Western Hemisphers, having
been prosecuted for more than 300 years, During
recent years certain fisheries of the area, particu-
larly off the New England cosst of the United
States of America, have shown signs of depletion.

In order to consider problems affecting the
fisheries of the Northwest Atlantic, the United
States of America convened a .conference of 11
countries at Washington in Janvary 1949. The
work of this eonference resulted in the opening for
signature on February 8, 1949, of the International
Convention for the Northwest Atlantic Fisheries,
hereinafter referred to as the Convention.

(from Report of the First Annual Meeting)

2. The Text of the Convention

The Governments whose duly authorized repre-
sentatives have subscribed hereto, sharing a sub-
stantial interest in the conservation of the fishery
resources of the Northwest Atlantic Ocean, have
resolved to eonclude a convention for the investi-
gation, protection and conservation of the fisheries
of the Northwest Atlantic Ocean, in order to make
possible the maintenance of a maximum szstained
catch from those fisheries and to that end have,
through their duly authorized representatives,
agreed as followa:

Arricre I

1. The area to which this Convention applies,
hereinafter referred to as ““the Convention area”,

shall be all waters, except territorial waters,
bounded by & line beginning at & point on the
const of Rhode Island in 71°40’ west longitude;

2. Nothing in this Convention shall be deemed
to affect adversely (prejudice) the claims of any
Contracting Government in repard to the limits of
territorial waters or to the jurisdiction of a coastal
state over fisheries.

3. The Gonvention area shall be divided into five
sub-areas, the boundaries of which shall be those
defined in the Annex to this Convention, subject to
guch alterations as may be made in accordance

? with the provisions of paragraph 2 of Article VL.

1. The Contracting Governments shall establish

and maintain a Commission for the purposes of this
Convention. The Commission shall be known as
the Internationgl Commission for the Northwest
Atlantic Fisheries, hereinafter referred to as “the
Commission”,

2. Each of the Contracting Governments may

' appoint not more than three Commissioners and

one or more experta or advisers to assist its'Com-
missioner or Commissioners,

3. The Commission shall elect from its membera
8 Chairman and a Vice Cheirman, each of whom
ghall serve for a term of two years and shall be
eligible for re-election but not to 2 succeeding term.
The Chairman and Vice Chairman must be Com-
missioners from different Contracting Govern-
ments.

4. The sesat of the Commission shall be in North.

America 8t & place to be chosen by the Come
misgion.

5. The Commission shall hold a regular annual
mesting at its seat or at such place in North Amer-
ica s may be agreed upon by the Commission.

6. Any other meeting of the Commission may be
ealled by the Chairman at such time and place as
he may determine, upon the request of the Com-
missioner of a Contracting Government and sub-
ject to the concurrence of the Commissioners of
two other Contracting Governments, including the
Commissioner of a Government in North America,

7. Each Contracting Government shall have ona
vote which may be cast by any Commissioner from
that Government. Dacisions of the Commission
shall be taken by a two-thirds majority of the votes
of all the Contracting Governmendta.

8. The Commission shall adopt, and amend as
occasion may require, financial regulations and
rules and by-laws for the conduet of its meetings
and for the exercise of its functions and duties.
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AnrTticLe IT1T

1. The Commission shall appoint an Executive
Becretary according to auch procedure and on such
terms as it may determine.

2. The staff- of the Commission shall be ap-
pointed by the Executive Secretary in accordance
with such rules and procedures as may be deter-
mined and suthorized by the Commmission.

3. The Executive Secretary shall, subject to the
general supervision of the Commission, have full
power and authority over the staff and shall per-
form such other functions as the Commission shall
preacribe.

Arrione IV

1. The Contracting Governmenta shall establish
and maintain a Panel for each of the sub-areas
provided for by Article I, in order to carry out
the objectives of this Convention. Each Con-
tracting Government participating in any Panel
ghall be represented on such Panel by its Com-
missioner or Commissioners, who may be sssisted
by experts or advisers. Each Panel shall elect
from its membera & Chairman who shall serve for
& period of two years and shall be eligible for
reelection but not to a succeeding term.

2. After this Convention has been in force for
two yeare, but not before that time, Panel repre-
sentation shall be reviewed anoually by the Com-
mission, which shall have the power, subject to
consultation with the Panel concerned, to deter-
mine representation on each Panel on the basis
of current substantial exploitation in the sub-grea
* concerned of fishes of the cod group (Gediformes),
of fst-fishes (Pleuronectiformes), and of rosefish

(genus Sebastes), except that each Contracting
Government with coastline adjacent to & sub-area

shall have the right of representation on the

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Panel for the sub-area.

3. Each Panel may adopt, and amend as
occasion msy require, rules of procedure and
by-laws for the conduct of its meetings and for
the exercise of ita functions and duties.

. 4. Each Government participating in a Panel

shall have one vote, which shall be cast by a
Commissioner representing that Government.
Decisions of the Panel shall be taken by a two~
thirds majority of the votes of ell the Governments
perticipating in that Panel.

5. Commissioners of Contracting Governments
not participating in a particular Panel shall have
the right to attend the meetings of such Panel
as obsarvers, and may be accompanied by experts
and advisers.

6. The Panels shall, in the exercise of their
funetions and duties, use the services of the Execu-
tive Secretary and the staff of the Commission.

ArTICLE V

1. Each Contracting Government may set up
an Advisory Committee composed of persons,
including fishermen, vessel owners and others,
well informed concerning the problems of the
fisheriea of the Northweat Atlantie Ocean. With
the assent of the Contracting Government con-
cerned, o representative or representatives of an
Advisory Committee may attend as ohservers all
non-executive meetings of the Commission or of
any Panel in which their Government participates.

2. The Commissioners of each Contracting
Government may hold public hearings within the
territories they represent.

ArticLe VI

1. The Commission shall be responsible in the -

field of scientific investigation for obtaining and
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collating the information necessary for maintain ing
those stocks of fish which support international
fisheries in the Convention area and the Commis-
sion may, through or in collaboration with agencies
of the Contracting Governments or other public
or private agencies and organizations or, when
necesszary, independently:

{a} make such investigations as it finds
Decessary into the abundance, life history and
ecology of any species of aquatic life in any part
of the Northwest Atlantic Ocean;

{(b) collect and analyze statistical informa.
tion relating to the current conditions and
trends of the fishery resources of the Northwest
Atlantic Ocean;

{c) study and appraise information concern-
ing the methods for maintaining and increasing
stocks of fish in the Northwest Atlantic Ocean;

(d) hold or arrange such hearings as mey be
useful or essential in connection with the devel-
opment of complete factual information neces-
sary to carry out the provisions of this Con-
vention;

(e) conduct fishing operations in the Con-
vention area at any time for purposes of scientific
inveatigation;

(f) publish and otherwise disseminate reports
of its findings and statistical, scientific and other
'information relating to the fisheries of the
Northwest Atlantic Ocean as well as such
other reports as fell within the scope of this
Convention.

2. Upon the unanimous recommendation of
each Panel affected, the Commission may alter
the boundaries of the sub-areas set out in the
Annex. Any such alteration shall forthwith be
reported to the Depositary Government which
shall inform the Contracting Governments, and’

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the sub-aress defined in the Anuex shall be
altered accordingly.

3. The Contracting Governments shall furnish
to the Commission, at such time and in such form
a3 may be required by the Commission, the

_ statistical information referred to in paragraph 1

(b} of this Article.

Artrcrn VII

1. Each Panel established under Article IV
ghall be responsible for keeping under review
_the figheries of ite sub-area and the scientific and
other information relating thersto.

2. Fach Panel, upon the basis of scientific
investigations, may make recommendations to
the Commission for joint action by the Contracting
Governments on the matters specified in para-
graph 1 of Article VIII.

3. Each Panel may recommend to the Commis-
sion studies and investigations within the scope of
this Convention which are deemed necessary in the
development of factual information relating to its
particular sub-erea.

4. Any Panel may make recommendations to
the Commission for the alteration of the boundaries
of the sub-areas defined in the Annex.

5. Each Panel shall investigate and report to
the Commission upon any matter referred to it by

the Commiasion,
6. A Panel shall not incur any expenditure ex-

eept in sccordance with directions given by the
Commission.
Armicre VIII

1. The Commission may, on the recommenda-
tions of one or more Panels, and on the basis of
scientific investigations, transmit to the Depositary
Government proposals, for joint action by the
Contracting Governments, designed to keep the

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stocks of those species of fish which support inter-
national fisheries in the Convention ares at a level
permitting the maximum sustained catch by the
application, with respect to such species of fish, of
one or more of the following measures:

~({an} establishing open and closed seasons;

(b) closing to fishing such portions of a sub-
area as the Panel concerned finds to be & spawn-
ing aree or to be populated by small or immature
fish;

(e) establishing size limits for any species;

(d) prescribing the fishing gear and sppliances
the use of which is prohibited;

{e) prescribing an over-all catch limit for any
spacies of fish.

_ 2. Each recommendation shall be studied by the
Commission and thereafter the Commission shall
either .

(a) transmit the recommendation as a pro-
posal to the Depositary Government with such
modifications or sugpestions as the Commission
may consider desirable, or

(b) refer the recommendation back to the
Panel with comments for its reconsideration.

3. The Panel may, after reconsidering the rec-
ommendstion returned to it by the Commission,
reaffirm that recommendation, with or without
modification.

4. I, after a recommendation is reaffirmed, the
Commission is unable to adopt the recommenda~
tion as a proposal, it shall send a copy of the
recommendation to the Depositary Government
with & report of the Commission’s decision. The
Depositary Government shall transmit copies of
the recommendation and of the Commission's
report to the Contracting Governments,

5. The Commisaion may, after consultation with
all the Panels, transmit proposals to the Depositary
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Government within the scope of paragraph 1 of
this Article affecting the Convention area as a
whole.

6. The Depositary Government shall transmit
sny proposal received by it to the Contracting

- Governmenta for their comsiderstion and may
make such suggestions as will facilitate acceptance
of the proposal.

7. The Contracting Governments shall notify
the Depositary Government of their acceptance of
the proposal, and the Depositary Government
ghall notify the Contracting Governments of each
acceptance communicated to it, including the date
of receipt thersof.

8. The proposal shall become effective for all
Contracting Governmenta four months after the
date on whieh notifications of acceptance shall bave
been received by the Depositary Government from
all the Contracting Governments participating in
the Panel or Panels for the aub-area or sub-areas
to which the proposal applies.

9. At any time after the expiration of one year
from the date on which & proposal bacomes effec-
tive, any Panel Government for the sub-area to
which the proposal applies may give to the Deposi-
tary Government notice of the termination of its
acceptance of the proposal snd, if that notice is
not withdrewn, the proposal shall cease to be
effective for that Panel Government at the end of
one year from the date of receipt of the notica by
the Depositary Government. At any time after
8 propossl has ceased to be effective for a Panel
Government under this paragraph, the proposal
shall cease to be effective for any other Contracting
Government upon the date a notice of withdrawal
by such Government is received by the Depositary
Government. The Depositary Government shall
notify al! Contracting Governments of every notice
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under this paragraph immediately upon the receipt
thereof.

Armcre IX

The Commission may invite the attention of
any or all Contracting Governments to any matters
which relate to the objectives and purposes of this
Convention.

Armioie X

1. The Commission shall seek to establish and
maintain working arrangements with other public
internstional orgenizations which have related
objectives, particularly the Food and Agrieulture
Organization of the United Nations and the Inter-
national Council for the Exploration of the Sea, to
ensure effective collaboration and coordination
with respect to their work and, in the case of the
International Council for the Exploration of the
Ses, the avoidance of duplication of scientific
investigations,

2. The Commission shall consider, at the expi-
ration of two years from the date of entry into
force of this Convention, whether or not it should
recommend te the Contracting Governments that
the Commission be brought within the framework
of & specialized agency of the United Nationa.

ArricLe X1

1. Each Contracting Government shall pay the
expenses of the Commissioners, experts and ad-
visers appointed by it.

2, The Commisgion shall prepare an annual
administrative budget of the proposed necessary
administrativeexpenditures of the Commission and
an annual special projects budget of proposed ex-
penditures on special studies and investigations to
be undertaken by or on behalf of the Commission
pursuant to Articla VI or by or on behslf of any
Panel pursuant to Article VII.

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3. The Commission shall calculete thp pay-
ments due from each Contracting Government
under the annusal edministrative budget according
to the following formula:

(a) from the administrative budget, there

- ghall be deducted & sum of 500 United States
dollars for each Contracting Government;

{(b) the remainder shall be divided into.such
number of equal shares as corresponds to the
total number of Panel memberships;

(c) the peyment due from any Contracting
Government shall be the equivalent of 500
United States dollars plus the number of shares
equal to the number of Panels in which that
Governmeni participates.

4. The Commission shall notify each Contract-
ing Government the sum due from that Govern-
ment as calculated under paragraph 3 of this
Article and as soon es possible thereafter each
Contracting Government shall pay to the Com-
mission the sum so notified.

5. The annual epecial projects budget shall be
allocated to the Contracting Governments accord-
ing to a scale to be determined by agreement
smong the Contracting Governments, end the
sums so allocated to any Contracting Government
ghall be paid to the Commission by that Govern-
ment,

6. Contributions shall be payable in the cur-
rency of the country in which the seat of the
Commission is located, except that the Commis~
sion may accept payment in the currencies in which
it may be enticipated that expenditures of the
Commission will be made from time to time, up
to an amount established each year by the Com-
mission in connection with the preparation of the
annual budgets.

7. At its first meeting the Commission shall

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approve an administrative budget for the balance
of the first fingncial year in which the Commission
functions and shall transmit to the Contracting
Governments copies of that budget together with
notices of their respective allocations.

8. In subsequent financial years, the Commis-
sion shsll submit to each Contracting Government
drafts of the annual budgets together with a
schedule of sllocations, not less than six weeks
before the annual meeting of the Commission at
which the budgets are to be considered.

ArmicLe XII

The Contracting Governments agres to take
such action as may be necessary to make effective
the provisions of this Convention and to imple-
ment any proposals which become effective under
paragraph 8 of Article VIII. Each Contracting
Government shall transmit to the Comumission a
statement of the action taken by it for these pur-
Pposes,

Agricre XIII

The Contrecting Governments agree to invite
the attention of any Government not a party to
this Convention to any matter relating to the
fishing activities in the Convention area of the
nationals or vessels of that Government which
appear to affect adversely the operations of the
Commission or the carrying out of the objectives
of this Convention.

Articus XIV

The Annex, as attached to this Convention
and as modified from time to time, forms an
integral part of this Convention.

' Armicte XV

1. This Convention shall be ratified by the sig-
natory Governments and the instruments of

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ratifieation shall be deposited with the Govern-
ment of the United States of America, referred to
in this Convention as the “Depositary Govern-
ment.”
_ 2. This Convention shall enter into force upon
the deposit of instruments of ratification by four
signatory (overnments, and shall enter into
force with respect to each Government which
subsequently ratifies on the date of the deposit
of its instrument of ratification.

3. Any Government which has not signed this
Convention may adhere thereto by a notification
in writing to tha Depositary Government. Ad-
herences received by the Depositary Governmment
prior to the date of entry into force of this Con-
vention shall become effective on the date this
Convention enters intc force. Adherences re-
ceived by the Depositary Government after the
date of entry into force of this Convention shall
become effective on the date of receipt by the
Depositary Government.

4. The Depositary Government shall inform all
gignatory Governinents end all adhering Govern-
ments of all ratifications deposited and adherences
received.

5. The Depositary Government shall inform all
Governments concerned of the date this Conven-
tion enters into force.

Armicre XVI

1. At any time after the expiration of ten years
from the date of entry into force of this Convention,
sny Contracting Government may withdraw
from the Convention on December thirty-first of
sny yeer by giving notice on or before the preced-
ing June thirtieth to the Depositary Government
which shall communicate copies of such notice to

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the other Contracting Governments.

2. Any other Contracting CGovernment mey
thereupon withdrew from this Convention on the
same Deocember thirty-first by giving notice to the
Depositary Government within one month of the
receipt of a copy of a notice of withdrawal given
pursuant to paragraph 1 of this Article.

ArTicre XVII

1. The original of this Convention shall be de-
posited with the Government of the United States
of America, which Government shall communicate
certified copies thereof to all the signatory Gov-
ernments and all the adhering Governments.

2. The Depositary Government shall register
this Convention with the Secretariat of the United
Nations.

3. This Convention shall bear the date on which
it is opened for signature and shall remain open
for signature for & period of fourteen days there-
after.

In wiTnEss WHEREOF the undersigned, having
deposited their respective full powers, have signed
this Convention.

3. Annex to the Convention - Subareas

The sub-areas provided for by Article T of
this Convention shail be as follows:

Sub-area 1 - That portion of the Convention

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area which lies to the north and east of a rhumb
line from & point in 75°00" north latitude and
73°30’ west longitude to a point in 69°00" north
latitnde and 59°00' west longitude; east of 59°00’
west longituds; and to the north and east of a
rhumb line from & point in 61°00’ north latitude
and 59°00° west longitude to & point in 52°15
north latitude and 42°00’ west longitude,
Sub-area 2 — That portion of the Convention

area lying to the south and west of sub-area 1
defined above and to the north of the parallel
of 52°15 north latitude.

Sub-srea 3 — That portion of the Convention
area lying south of the parallel of 52°15° north
latitude; and to the east of a line extending due
north from Cape Bauld on the north coast of
Newfoundland to 52°15' north latitude; to the
north of the parallel of 39°00’ north latitude;
and to the east and north of a rhumb line extend-
ing in a northwesterly direction which passes
through a point in 43°30° north latitude, 55°00/
west longitude, in the direction of a point in 47°50’
north latitude, 60°00' west longitude, wuntil it
intersects & straight line connecting Cape Ray,
on the coast of Newfoundland, with Cape North
on Cape Breton Island; thence in a northeasterly
direction along said line to Cape Ray.

Sub-area 4 — That portion of the Convention
area lying to the west of sub-area 3 defined above,
end to the east of a line described as follows:
beginning at the terminus of the international
boundary between the United States of America
and Canada in Grand Manan Channel, at & point
in 44°46’35.34”° north latitude, 66°54'11.23"
west longitude; thence due south to tha parallel
of 43°50" north latitude; thence due west to the
meridian of 67°40° west longitude; thence due

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south to the parallel of 42°20° north latitude;
thence due ~ast to s point in 66°00" west long-
itude; thence along s rhumb line in a south-
easterly direction to a point in 42°00" north
latitude, 65°40° weat longitude; thence due
- south to the parallel of 39°00’ north latitude.
Sub-ares. 5 — That portion of the Convention
ares lying west of the western boundary of sub-
area 4 defined above.
(from Report of the First Annual Meeting)

The Convention became effective on July
3, 1950, after the deposit of instruments of
ratification by four signatory governments:
Canada (including Newfoundland), Iceland, !
United Kingdom and the United States. From |
December 1950 to January 1953 ratifications
"were deposited by the remainder of the sig-
natory governments: Denmark, Spain,
Norway, Portugal, Italy and France.

The Federal Republic of Germany depo-
gited the ratification of its adherence to the
Convention on June 27, 1957.

The Union of Soviet Secialist Republics
notified the Depositary Government of its ad-
herence to the Convention on April 10, 1958.

Under the terms of the Convention, the
International Commission for the Northwest
Atlantic Fisheries - ICNAF - was established
and held its first Annual Meeting on 2-10
April, 1951, in Washington, D.C.

i7
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4,  Later Change in the Convention

At the 1955 Annual Meeting the Commis-
sion agreed to a proposal to provide for the
holding of annual meetings of the Commis—-
sion in any of the member countries.
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A protocol, by which Article II.5 of the
Convention was amended to read:

""5. The Commission shall hold a
regular annual meeting at its seat or
at such other place in North America
or elsewhere as may be agreed upon
by the Commission"

was signed In Washington on behalf of the ten
contracting governments on June 26 to July
10, 1956. Instruments of ratification were
later deposited with the government of
U.8.A.

5. Note to the Convention about Molluscs

In the 1858 Annual Meeting the following
resolution was adopted:

The Commission believes that the words
nfjgh" and "fisheries' , as used in the
Convention, should be understood to in-
clude molluscs.

. 6. Rules and Regulations

At the first Annual Meeting Rules and
Regulations for the Commission were adop-
ted. A few changes were agreed to at the
1953 Annual Meeting, and are incorporated
in the following text of Rules and Regulations:

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Rules of the Commission

REPRESENTATION
Rule 1

(a) A Contracting Government to the Inter-
national Convention for the Northwest Atlantic
Fisheries, concluded at Washington on February 8,
1949, hereinafter referred to as the Convention,
shall have the right to appeint not more than
three Commissioners and one or more experts or
advisers to assist its Commissioner or Commis-
sioners at meetings of the International Commis-
sion for the Northwest Atlantic Fisheries, here-
inafter referred to as the Commission.

(5) Each Government shall notify the Executive
Secretary as soon &3 possible the name or names of
its Commissioners on the Commission and of any
change thereof.

Rule 2

A representative or representatives of any
Advisory Committee established by any Contract-
ing Government in accordance with Article V (1)
of the Convention may, with the assent of the
Contracting Government concerned, attend as
observers all non-executive sessions at meetings
of the Commission. Prior to each meeting the
Commissioners shall inform the Executive Secre-
tary of the names of such Advisory Committee
members authorized to attend.

Rule 3

Any Govemment not a party to the Con-
vention and any international organization may
Le invited to be represented at meetings of the-
Commission by an observer or observers, if the
Cemmission so decides from time to time.

Rule ¢4
Each Contracting Government shall be entitled

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to one vote which may be cast by any Commis-
gioner from that Government. Observers, ex-
perts, and advisers may address plenary mestings
of the Commission, but shall not be entitled
to vote.

" Rule 5

Decisions of the Commission shall be taken by
a two-thirds majority of the votes of all the Con-
tracting Governments. At meetings of the com-
mittees appointed by the Commission a simple
majority of all members of such committees shall
be decisive. Votes shall be teken by show of
hands, by roll call in the English slphabetical
order of the names of the countries, or by ballot,
a8 in the opinion of the Chairman appears to be
moat suitable,

Rule &

A Regulation of the hgddock trawl fishery
in Subarea 5, proposed by the Commission

at the 19562 Annual Meeting:

That appropriate action be taken by Con-
tracting Governments to prohibit the taking
of haddock (Melanogrammus aeglefinus)
by persons under their jurisdiction in
Sub-area 5, with a trawl net which has a
mesh size of less than four and one half
inches. For the purpose of this proposal the
size of the mesh shall be taken to be the
average of any ten consccutive meshes of
the trawl net selected at the discretion of the
enforcement officer and measured individ--
ually stretched diagonally while wet, with a
flat wedge-shaped gauge having a taper of
two inches in nine inches and a thickness of
three thirty-seconds of an inch, inserted into
the mesh under a pressure of twelve pounds.

The provisions of the immediately preced-
ing paragraph shall apply to a vessel which
shall have in its possession at the time
haddock amounting to five thousand pounds
avoirdupois or more or amounting to ten
per eent or more of the weight of all fish
on board, whichever is the larger. It shall
not apply to government fishery research
vessels or to other vessels authorized by a
Contracting Government to use a smaller
mesh for purposes of scientific investigation.
Such Contracting Government shall report
to the Commission the number and names
of such research vessels or other vessels so
authorized.
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iii (t) No vessel while operating in Sub-area
5 shall use any device by means of
which the mesh in any part of a trawl
net is obstructed or otherwise in
effect diminished.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisiens of the
foregoing sub-paragraph, it shall not
be deemed unlawful to attach to the
underside” of the cod-end of a trawl
net any canvas, netting, or other
material, for the purpose of prevent-
ing or reducing wear and tear.

Amendments to regulation of the haddock

trawl fishery insubarea 5, proposed by the
Commission at the 1953 Annual Meeting:

The 1957 amendments to the ICNAF
trawl regulations came into force for
Subaren 5 on 28 Sept. 1958 and for
Subarea 4 on 22 April, 1960; they have
not yet (due to reservations to be made
for stern trawlers) been enforced
for Subarea 3.

At the 1961 Annual Meeting the
Commission after consideration of the
Assessment Report (vide cont.d to p. 43
item 8), adopted proposals for trawl
regulations as follows.

1. The prohibition of the taking of
groundfish in Subareas 1,2 and 3 (except
30 and 3P) with trawls ‘having a mesh
gize less than 114 mm or 4 1/2" as
measured by the ICNAF gauge on
manila twine wet after use or
equivalents thereof when measured
dry before use or for trawls other
than manila.
2. The prohibition of the taking of
cod, haddock and flounders in Subarea
4 with trawls having a mesh size less

The paragraphs in these proposals
concerning method for the measurement
of meshes, exemptions for fisheries
primarily for other species and the use
of saving gear are similar to those for
the already existing regulations.

The proposals were transmitted
by the Depositary Government to
Member Governments on 24 July, 1961.

For Subarea 3 and 4 the proposals
shall be substituted for those at
present in force.

The above minimum mesh of 114 mm

as measured by the ICNAF gauge
corresponds to ca. 110 mm as measured
by the ICES gauge.
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
